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RULES AND REGULATIONS
Introduction 
St. John Girls’ Primary School is a Catholic private school conveniently located near the St. John the Baptist DMI University – Mangochi campus. As the name suggests, it is an all girls boarding established in September 2016 initially to accommodate the girls who had undergone early childhood education at St. John and Bishop Assolari Nursery schools.
Chimwala area has extremely high illiteracy levels. This is critical among the girls. Education of the girl child has tragically been ignored in the area. We have no girls’ boarding primary School. The distance that the girls cover to go and come back from school leads them into different problems including; increased rates of absenteeism, fatigue leading to low concentration in class which result in poor performance in examinations, early pregnancies, forced marriages, high rate of HIV/ AIDS and immoral behavior.
The school offers primary education and boarding facilities only to girls in Standards 5, 6, 7 and 8. There is no segregation on any other grounds. However, as already said above,  priority is given to the girls who went through St. John and Bishop Assolari Nursery Schools as a continuity programme of empowering neighbouring villagers who are mostly poor and lack role models amongst themselves. 
Entry Requirements

- A minimum pass in our entrance examination which will always be administered every year before the beginning of each new academic year.
- A transfer certificate duly stamped and signed by the head or deputy of the learner’s previous school. The certificate must also include the learner’s Cohort Tracking Number (Code Number).
- However, the school reserves the right of admission. That is, it can allow or disallow a learner if management feels that her admission may not be in the best interest of the school.

School Fees

Payment of school fees as stipulated by management will be done through the following bank account details indicating the name of the learner at the beginning of each term in full or through instalments.

The instalments can be made as follows:
· At least not less than half of the whole amount should be paid at the beginning of the term,

· The last instalment must be paid within the term or after 4 weeks.
School fees are non-refundable. Once paid it cannot be returned to the learner or his/her guardian whether it is the case of permanent exclusion from school or the ward deciding to leave on her own accord.
Uniform
Every learner is expected to have the school uniform as follows:

· A dark-blue skirt with a sky-blue blouse that can be bought at the school. 

· Black (preferably polishable) pair of school shoes together with white socks
· A school Jersy that will be bought at school

· A golf shirt that will be bought at the school
The school uniform can be bought at the school within the first month of the new academic year, otherwise the learner would be sent back home until she gets the money to buy the uniform.
The school uniform must be worn every day of the week except on Wednesdays, during weekends, sports, manual work and other free times. Learners are also required to wear their uniforms at all the times they leave the campus.
Boarding Requirements

Guardians and parents shall ensure that their ward(s) has (have) the following:

· enough clothes to wear during weekends, sports and manual work
· beddings: bed sheets, blankets, treated mosquito nets, a bathing towel

· eating utensils: plate, spoon, cup and toothbrush

· some pocket money to buy items such as soap, pens, notebooks and sanitary pads
· A plastic pail and a hoe

Food

The school would prepare food that is generally acceptable to all learners. Therefore, we expect that all learners will eat the food that will be prepared by the school. No special food shall be provided by the school to an individual.
Discipline
Learners must show a high degree of respect and discipline through their behaviour and dressing. The following are some of the rules that shall be strictly observed by the learner while at the school.
· All lessons will be taught in English except Chichewa as a subject. The means of communication in the campus shall be English at all times.

· All learners must be punctual for every school activity. Timekeepers are, therefore, asked to ring the bell on time.
· Learners must show respect to teachers, elders and to one another
· All pupils must attend extra-curricula activities, e.g., sports, prayers, computer courses, club activities and manual work.
· Noise-making, eating and unnecessary movements during lessons, or when the teacher is not in the classroom or during prep (study) periods are not allowed.
· School property must be cared for. The scribbling of desks, walls, books and any damage to or any loss of school property shall be paid for by the responsible person(s).
· Guardians are only allowed to visit their wards on stipulated visiting days
· Cell phones are not allowed and shall be confiscated on sight.

· Non-uniform materials and make-up such as the following must not be put together with the school uniform: hats, earrings, rings, ribbons, bangles, necklaces, etc. The wearing of lipstick, eyeball pencils, wigs and funny shaving styles is also prohibited.
· Girls who bed-wet will be required to bring their own mattresses.

The following offences shall lead to immediate suspension or expulsion:

· Beer drinking

· Smoking and the use of illegal drugs or any attempt to do so
· Stealing
· Fighting and the use of foul or obscene language

· Teasing or bullying of new learners

· Any act of discrimination based on another’s health, disability status, religion and tribe
· Abnormal sexual inclination towards same or the opposite sex

· Absence from class or school without permission (truancy)
· Persistence in bad behaviour

· Practising of witchcraft or any involvement in cultism such as Satanism or other.
